NOTES
Visit by the King and Queen of Sweden

During the recent visit by King Carl Gustav VI and Queen Silvia, there were several events held in Ottawa.  Among them was the morning event at the Governor General’s residence where the royal couple were greeted by a crowd including 12 families with 20 children waving Swedish flags.  Also present were the numerous press photographers, boy scouts with their leaders,  Swedish Ambassador Ingrid Iremark and her husband Thomas Thornquist, Swedish diplomats and local employees from the Swedish Embassy as well as the Canadian Military.  After the Canadian Military Band played both the Canadian and Swedish anthems the Governor General Michelle Jean delivered a speech welcoming the royal couple when she spoke of the similarities and common goals that each country shared such as democratic development, environmental issues and sports, especially hockey. The King responded by saying that he was impressed at how he found Canada to be a culturally rich nation of diversity and beauty and how they were pleased to be back again and commented how they had fond memories from their last visit in 1988.  The King also mentioned that "over the years, a large number of Swedish people have made their home in Canada" and that this had brought them to a closer bond between Canada and Sweden.  After the ceremony both the Governor General and the King and Queen took time to personally greet everyone and spoke to some of the children and parents in both Swedish and English.  The Queen looking magnificent in a pale blue ensemble and matching hat adorned with flowers was presented with a beautiful bouquet of flowers. Afterwards everyone was invited to go outside to attend a tree-planting ceremony.  

In the afternoon, there was a luncheon and an official opening of a Swedish silver exhibit at the National Art Gallery. That evening there was an elegant State dinner held at the Governor General’s residence which included guests such as Prime Minister Harper, several Members of Parliament, diplomats and foreign dignitaries, scientists and Nobel prize winners. Also in attendance was one of our former Canadian Nordic Society Lucia’s Erica Ellis.

Youth Exchange MOU signed between Norway and Canada 

In Ottawa on October 30, 2006, James Fox, Canadian Assistant Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs for Bilateral Relations, and Jorg Willy Bronebakk, Coordinator for North America of the Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, signed a Memorandum of Understanding between the Government of Canada and the Government of Norway concerning Youth Exchanges. This agreement will allow Canadians and Norwegians between the ages of 18 and 35 to have new opportunities to engage in short-term employment in support of their career development, to complete internships and co-operative education work terms, and to participate in working holidays in each of those countries. Although this MOU will come into effect upon signature, details regarding application procedures have not yet been finalized.
