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NORWEGIAN FILM EVENING


Date:  Thursday, February 18, 2010. Army Officers’ Mess, 147 Somerset Street W., Ottawa (off Elgin Street). 


Time: 7:00 arrival for a 7:30 start.


 Feature Presentation:  Pan. A Norwegian movie based on the novel by Nobel Prize in Literature laureate, Knut Hamsun.


 Language: Norwegian with English subtitles. 


 With an introductory presentation by Professor Gurli Aagaard Woods, Carleton University.


 


Knut Hamsun (1859-1952) grew up in poverty in Nordland, holding a number of labourer’s jobs, spent several years in the United States, before returning to Norway to take up writing novels, beginning in the late 1890s, which he soon turned into a full-time profession. In 1920, Hamsun was awarded the Nobel Prize in Literature for his epic Markens Grøde (Growth of the Soil), considered to be his masterpiece. An earlier novel, Pan, which is the subject of this evening’s film presentation, describes an escape from urban civilization and was seen as the young Hamsun’s breakthrough novel.


 


Hamsun’s literary reputation was severely damaged by his lionizing of Nazi Germany during the Second World War when they occupied Norway. This brought him great difficulties in post-war Norway until his death in 1952. Two years after his death, a fifteen-volume edition of his complete works was published in Norway.


 


In 2009, the Queen of Norway presided over a gala that launched a year-long program of activities to commemorate the 150th anniversary of the birth of Norwegian writer. The Royal Norwegian Embassy in Ottawa has acquired a number of DVDs related to movies made from Hamsun’s novels. The Canadian Nordic Society will be featuring a movie made from the novel, Pan.


 


CNS members are in for a special treat as the movie will be introduced by Professor Gurli Aagaard Woods, a Professor in Comparative Literature and Women’s Studies at Carleton University. Gurli Woods is a past President of CNS and has long promoted the study of Scandinavian literature in Canada. A founding member of the Association of Scandinavian Studies in Canada, Professor Woods edited its journal, Scandinavian-Canadian Studies for a number of years. Gurli will be giving a short presentation outlining the position of Knut Hamsun in the Norwegian literary firmament. She will also be available after the movie to answer questions.


 








PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE


The Canadian Nordic Society is planning to hold an inaugural Midsummer Concert of classical music from the Nordic countries on Sunday, June 13 in Ottawa. 


 A program of representative music from each of the Nordic countries will be performed by The Chamber Players of Canada. Julian Armour, who is the Artistic Director for the Chamber Players, has a long and distinguished record at presenting chamber music concerts in this region, notably his many years as Artistic Director of the Ottawa International Chamber Music Festival.  The Chamber Players of Canada is currently performing a series of concerts in the Ottawa region--these concerts have been attracting large audiences.


 


This is the most ambitious undertaking ever attempted by the Canadian Nordic Society. We have not yet finalized the site for its Midsummer Concert but one option CNS is considering is Dominion Chalmers United Church on O’Connor Street, which has excellent acoustics and has been the site of numerous chamber music concerts over the years. Dominion-Chalmers can hold an audience of up to 1,000. 


 


The choice of any venue we are contemplating for this concert will necessitate selling a large number of tickets to the general public in order to attract as large an audience as possible. 


 


CNS also plans to reserve a block of tickets for CNS members and other Nordic clubs, as well as possibly making some available to the Nordic Embassies. These can be made available to members on an early bird priority basis.


 


CNS hopes to establish a small—perhaps permanent--Scandinavian footprint within the Ottawa cultural scene through the performance of quality music representative of each Nordic country during Midsummer. Should this inaugural concert be a success, such a Midsummer Concert could become an annual fixture of the Ottawa cultural scene. It could be an excellent addition to a summer calendar of events in Canada’s National Capital Region, that includes National Aboriginal Day (June 21), Ste. Jean Baptiste Day (June 24) and Canada Day (July 1) and the multi-concert summer music festivals that follow. 


 


We very much hope that members of the Canadian Nordic Society, our fellow Nordic clubs, and the general public support us in this.


 


We will be providing more details on the concert and on how to buy tickets in future Newsletters.
